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information, the easiest way to reuse it is to plug it 
into your Mac, select its contents, click on the 
apple key and delete to send the contents to the 
trash. Or drag or delete the files to the Trash, and 
empty the Trash (Finder Empty Trash). Doing this 
eliminates the need to reformat the drive and 
provides the space you need to copy your files. If 
the files can’t be deleted (perhaps because they’ve 
been corrupted in some way), launch Disk Utility 
(in /Applications/Utilities), select the flash drive 
from Disk Utility’s list of drives, click on the Erase 
tab, choose MS-DOS (FAT) from the Volume Format 
pop-up menu, and click on Erase. The drive will be
erased and then reformatted.

Mac New Administrator Password
On a Mac computer, over time you may get tired of 
using the “Admin Password” and want to change to 
a new one.

Go to System Preferences and click on 
“ACCOUNTS.” An “Accounts” window will drop 
down. Click on the lock at the bottom left hand 
side of the window. You must know the old 
password to open the lock. When the lock opens, 
click on the name with “Admin” under it. Next click 
on “Password.” Just to the right is “Change 
Password,” click there.
A window will drop down for you to fill in the 
current password and new password. You must 
know the old password and verify the new 
password after writing it in.

Click on the words “Change Password,” a window 
will drop down telling you that the password will 
be changed. If you want to change the 
administrator name along with the password, you 
will have to log out of the old name and then log 
into the new name on start-up to use the new 
account.  

Once you have done the new log in, you must go to 
the My Account column. At the bottom are plus and 
minus signs.  

Click on the old name with Admin and then click on 
the minus sign to delete the old name Admin. From 
there, you will log out and then log back into the 
new name Admin.  

By researching your family, you can find out 
your history.

Or that the census 
record indicates that the apartment your 
parents were born in had a rent of $24.00 
per month.  Not all the information you want 
is available online but the search for what 
is, makes it fun. 
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may take quite a bit of time, depending on the 
number and size of the updates being 
downloaded. This would actually be a good time 
to take a coffee break or make that important 
telephone call.

You can view a list of the updates you have 
installed on your computer at the Add or Remove 
Programs location on your Control Panel. At the 
top of the screen you will see a small box labeled 
"Show Updates."  Click in that box and all your 
Microsoft updates will be displayed.

This screen is very useful if you encounter 
difficulty after installing an update or service pack. 
You can always find the update and uninstall it 
through this screen.

You can also easily see if your computer contains 
the latest Windows Service Packs by looking at the 
Properties of My Computer. Right-click over the My 
Computer icon and choose Properties. The most 
recently installed Service Pack will be listed on this 
screen.

Don't Forget Your Anti-MalWare Programs
Of course, it's also critical to constantly update 
your anti-malware programs. Viruses, worms, and 
spyware are constantly being developed and these 
protection programs work hard to provide fixes. 
When possible, also set these programs for 
automatic updates and regularly perform a manual 
update just to make certain that you don't miss 
any patches or new program features.

And, Remember Your Other Software

We've spent most of our time talking about 
Microsoft software. Your other programs, such as 
Adobe Reader and Java also receive regular 
updates. Look at the settings for those to be sure 
they are updating automatically. This is especially 
important if you have any difficulty while working 
with a program. The solution may be a simple as 
installing the latest patch.

Apple Software Updates
Apple also frequently releases updates that you 
can download and install. To check your Mac for

patches, use the Apple menu and choose 
Software Updates. 

You can also set your Mac to get Automatic 
Updates by choosing System Preferences 
from the Apple menu. Choose View and 
Software Update. One of the choices is 
Automatic and you can also choose a time 
for the computer to check the Apple 
website.

Stay Secure
Remember to set your operating system 
and programs for Automatic Updates, 
install those updates, and periodically 
check the websites manually to ensure that 
you have all the latest patches. This is an 
easy and inexpensive way to help protect 
your data.
